City as a Venue included 36 
performances, 15 of which were 
FREE, attended by approximately 

5,000* people young and 
old from 133 unique zip codes 
representing the breadth of our city. 1,097 of those 
households had no prior experience with the FAC.

We collaborated with partners across the 
region as event hosts and programming 
partners including 3 community centers, the 
City of Colorado Springs and 5 community 
arts groups – Butterfly Effect Theatre 
Company, UCCS Theatreworks, Poetry Heals, 
CC Mobile Arts and Concrete Coyote.  

We distributed 479 take home art 
kits from the FAC’s Bemis School of Art at 
Front Range Fables performances.
